Dear Parents and Carers,
As we return to school after a lovely hot summer break I wish to draw your attention to a few important updates.
The academic year 2025-26 marks 5 years since the Covid Pandemic and when schools were required to make changes to daily operations to minimise the risk of infection. While some of those changes remain effective and purposeful, others are required to be amended to reflect current pupil and school operational needs. The official start of the school day is 8.55am and this remains unchanged. However, to space learner’s entry and minimise the risk of infection during the pandemic, we enabled pupils to enter school at 8.45am. This is now no longer required and therefore, this week marks the return to pre-Covid school doors opening to children at 8.55am with provision for parents of learners in Years 3-6 to Drop-and-Go in the Supervised Junior Yard. 
Parents of children in Nursery, Reception, Yr1 and Yr2 will be required to remain with your children until the door to your children’s class is opened by the class teacher at 8.55am. 
All school gates will now be closed and locked at 8.55am by a member of staff. Children arriving after this time will need to be signed in late by the adult dropping off, in the main Reception Office, just as previously. Any parent wishing to collect their child outside of these times will need to inform the class teacher and collect from the main school office. Your child will need to be signed in or out as appropriate. Please remember that medical evidence is required for medical appointments.
To support safe and timely access and drop off arrangements for parents of Nursery, Reception, Year 1 children accessing the Early Years Building, the side passageway between the Early Years Building and the wall, will also be open between 8.45am and 8.55am. We hope this new access point will increase safety of our youngest learners and families bringing them to school. Please be aware, no direct access will be available outside of these times.

*The Junior Yard is open from 8.45 until 8.55am for Year 3-Year 6 pupil drop off. 
*The Junior Yard will be supervised by two members of Staff. 
*Teachers will collect their class of children from the yard and take into the classes for the start of the day at 8.55am. 
*Parents will not be allowed to remain in the Junior Yard after drop off. Parents of Nursery, Reception and Year 1 will be allowed to pass through the yard to access the Early Years Yard waiting area until 8.55am when the Early Years doors open to all. Early Years parents will be able to exit from either the EY roadside gate or through the Junior and onto the infant yard gate.
As a school community, I would like to thank you in advance for your cooperation while we work through these changes. We aim to have completed the transition to new arrangements by Monday 8th September.
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
